Father Charles Hough IV presents Father James Moore with the Long-awaited and Historical 
5ƛǾƛƴŜ ²ƻǊǎƘƛǇΥ ¢ƘŜ aƛǎǎŀƭ 

On Friday, December 11, Fr. Chuck Hough IV, Deacon Jim Barnett, and Dr. Clint Brand arrived at Fr. James MooreΩs home outside Iola, Texas, to 
present him with 5ƛǾƛƴŜ ²ƻǊǎƘƛǇΥ ¢ƘŜ aƛǎǎŀƭΦ  Fr. Moore is a founding pastor of the parish back in 1982, which was officially erected on the day 
of his ordination of April 7, 1984, and pastored by him for most of its history.  He and Deacon Barnett have prayerfully awaited this day for the 
past  30 years!  With the !ƴƎƭƛŎŀƴƻǊǳƳ /ƻŜǝōǳǎ of Pope Benedict in 2009 and the erection of the Personal Ordinariate of the Chair of Saint 
Peter in 2012, we welcomed Fr. Hough and many others to the fold.   To say that Dr. Brand was very instrumental in the realization of this Mis-
sal is quite an understatement;  he has been working diligently as a member of the Interdicasterial Anglicanae Traditiones Commission, whose 
task was to identify Anglican liturgical and spiritual patrimony, culminating in this historically significant  Missal.   Fr. MooreΩs vast contribution 
to the liturgical traditions of this parish also are reflected in this great work.
