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Laetare Sunday

With the Fourth Sunday in Lent, we come to the half-way mark of the season, and we exult that
Easter draws nigh. The first word of the Introit for this Sunday® Mass gives the day its name and
sets the mood: L a e t BRej@ck ye with Jerusalem; and be ye glad for her.0 On this day, as on
G a u dSartdag in the middle of Advent, the Church offers a respite from penitential austerity: a
touch of festive white mixes with the season® violet to give us the special rose-colored vestments,
altar frontal, and hangings; the music has a bit more bounce in it; and roses adorn the sanctuary.

Not coincidentally, the Fourth Sunday in Lent was once commonly called fiMothering Sunday0 or
fiRefreshment Sunday.0 In England, from the Middle Ages through the seventeenth century, the
liturgical themes of respite and consolation were put into practice on this day when apprentices
and young people fiin serviceO were granted a mid-Lent holiday to return home and visit their
mothers (as well as the fimother churchO where they were baptized). On this festive occasion--the
original fiMother's DayO--the Lenten fast was relaxed and young folk offered their parents a pre-
sent of fisimnel cakes,0 baked with fine flour, sugar, and fruit, and their parents gave them in turn
fifrumenty,0 a dish of hulled wheat boiled in milk and seasoned with cinnamon and sugar.

Next Sunday, the fifth in Lent, begins Passiontide, the name designating the fortnight before East-
er and the period that ushers in Holy Week and the Sacred Triduum. This time calls us to medi-
tate more intensely on Christ®& sufferings. According to the Ordinariate Missal and Roman tradi-
tion, this Sunday is called Passion Sunday or fithe First Sunday in Passiontide,0 followed a week
later by Palm Sunday which is fithe Second Sunday in Passiontide.0 The modern Roman Rite
combines the two Sundays and gives us at the beginning of Holy Week fiPalm Sunday of the Pas-
sion.0 In traditional Catholic usage, the last two weeks of Lent see the veiling of crosses and im-
ages and the G| o r i adisappeats froim the Introit at Mass and from the Divine Office until
Easter. At Our Lady of Walsingham, we follow the old English custom of marking the beginning
of Passiontide with the Litany sung in procession at the principal Mass, just as we did for the first
Sunday in Lent.

MY RULE FOR LENT

Confidential

THE RULE OF FASTING

Ash Wednesday and Good Friday are obligatory days of universal fast and abstinence. Fasting is
obligatory for all who have completed their 18th year and have not yet reached their 60th year.
Fasting allows a person to eat one full meal. Two smaller meals may be taken, not to equal one full
meal. Abstinence (from meat) is obligatory for all who have reached their 14th year.

Fridays in Lent are obligatory days of complete abstinence (from meat) for all who have completed
their 14th year.

"Denying material food, which nourishes our body, nurtures an interior disposition to listen to Christ
and be fed by His saving word. Through fasting and praying, we allow Him to come and satisfy the

deepest hunger that we experience in the depths of our being: the hunger and thirst for God." --
Pope Benedict XVI, Message for Lent 2009.

THREE PILLARS OF LENTEN OBSERVANCE

The three traditional pillars of Lenten observance are prayer, fasting and almsgiving. The
Church asks us to surrender ourselves to prayer and to the reading of Scripture, to fasting and to
giving alms. The fasting that all observe together on Fridays is but a sign of the daily Lenten disci-
pline of individuals and households: fasting for certain periods of time, fasting from certain foods,
but also fasting from other things and activities. Likewise, the giving of alms is an effort to share
this world equally—not only through the distribution of money, but through the sharing of our time
and talents.

MY RULE OF ABSTINENCE FOR WEDNESDAY (optional)
| will not eat meat on Wednesdays in Lent.

I will give up these specific foods or drinks
