The Homily Bishop Steven ]. Lopes

The candidates stand. The Bishop then questions the candidates.

Bishop: Do you here, in the presence of God and of this Congregation, renew the solemn promises and vows
which were made at your Baptism?

All to be confirmed shall answer: 1 do.

Bishop: Do you, therefore, renounce the devil and all his works, the vain pomp and glory of the world, with all covetous
desires of the same, and the sinful desires of the flesh, so that you will not follow, nor be led by them?

Answer: 1renounce them all; and, by God’s help, will endeavor not to follow, nor be led by them.

Bishop: Do you believe in God the Father Almighty, Maker of heaven and earth?
Answer: Tdo.



Bishop: Do you believe in Jesus Christ his only Son our Lord, who was conceived by the Holy Spirit, born of the Virgin Mary,
suffered under Pontius Pilate, was crucified, dead, and buried; he descended into hell; the third day he rose again from
the dead; he ascended into heaven, and sitteth on the right hand of God the Father Almighty; from thence he shall come
to judge the quick and the dead?

Answer: 1do.

Bishop: Do you believe in the Holy Spirit; the holy Catholic Church; the Communion of Saints; the forgiveness of sins;
the resurrection of the body, and the life everlasting?

Answer: 1do.

Bishop: Do you profess this faith?

Answer: 1do.

Bishop: ~ Will you endeavor to keep God’s holy will and commandments, and to walk in the same all the days of your life?

Answer:  Twill, God being my helper.

The Bishop puts aside the pastoral Staff. With hand joined, he then addresses the congregation saying:

Bishop: ~ Our help is in the Name of the Lord;
Answer:  Who hath made heaven and earth.

Bishop: ~ Blessed be the Name of the Lord;
Answer: Now and forever.

Bishop:  Lord, hear our prayer.
Answer:  And let our cry come unto thee.

Dearly beloved, by Holy Baptism, God our Father gave these his adopted sons and daughters new birth to eternal life. Let us there-
fore pray him to pour out upon them the Holy Spirit, to strengthen them in their faith, and to anoint them that they may be more like
Christ the Son of God: that they may continue his forever, and daily increase in the Holy Spirit, more and more, until they come unto
God's everlasting kingdom.

All pray in silence. Then, with hands extended towards those to be confirmed, the Bishop says:

Almighty God, Father of our Lord Jesus Christ, who hast brought these thy servants to new birth by water and the Holy Spirit, free-
ing them from sin: send upon them, O Lord, the Holy Spirit, the Paraclete; give them the spirit of wisdom and understanding, the
spirit of counsel and fortitude, the spirit of knowledge and piety; fill them with the spirit of the fear of the Lord. Through Christ our
Lord. Amen.

Then shall each of the newly received go to the Bishop and kneel. The Sponsor places his right hand on the candidate’s right shoulder. The Bishop lays his hand upon
each as he signs him/her upon the forehead with the holy Chrism, saying:

N., be sealed with the Gift of the Holy Spirit.
Answer:  Amen.

Then shall the Bishop say to each:

Peace be with thee.

Answer: And with thy spirit.

After the anointing the Bishop washes his hands.
Then the Bishop says:

Defend, O Lord, these thy servants with thy heavenly grace, that they may continue thine for ever; and daily increase in thy Holy
Spirit, more and more, until they come unto thy everlasting kingdom.

All respond: Amen.

The Bishop concludes the rite of Confirmation saying:

Seeing now, dearly beloved brethren, that these thy servants are regenerate, and grafted into the body of Christ's Church, by Baptism
and the Seal of the Holy Spirit, let us give thanks unto Almighty God for these benefits; and with one accord make our prayers unto
him, that they may lead the rest of their lives according to this grace.
